3. REQUIREMEWS

3.1 Standard saaple. Unless otherwise specified (see 6.2) , a s~le of
the finished cover shall be furnished the supplier for matching the shade
of flesh color and finish of the cover only.

3.2 First article. When specified (see 6.2), the supplier shall furnish
samples for first article inspection and approval (see 4.3, 6.2 and 6.4).

3.3 Materials. Materials shall conform to the referenced specifications
and the requirements specified herein.

3.3.1.1 Color. After curing, the polyvinyl chloride shall ba flesh colored
approximating the shade of the standard sample (see 3.1).

* 3.4 construction. Tag covers shall be molded in accordance with the
details end dimensions of Drawing 4-1-481. All lettering on the faces of
the cover shall be raised, shall be legible i.nthe end product, and shall be
as shown on Drawing 4-1-481 (see 6.3). All excess material shall be removed
in final processing. The finished cover shall be capable of being irreversibly
marked with a standard Government ball point pen. It itaessantial that heavy

pressure be applied when marking with the ball point pen. Marking shall remain
legible after washing when tested as specified in 4.4.3. At the option of
the supplier, core pins may be used to support the spacer plates in the mold,
provided the core pin holes do not interfere with the prescription marking
areas on the covers.

3.5 Health hazard. The finished covers shall be non-toxic. When the
plastic material is tested as specified in 4.4.1.1, there shall be no evidence
of inflammationor other adverse skin reaction on the human test subjects. The
supplier shell provide for the performance of the test by, or undez the
eupervlaion of a doctor of medicine.

3.5.1 Patch test certificate. A certificate or certificate for each lot
of tag covers being delivered shall be forwarded to the procuring ●ctivity
by the ●upplier to the effect that the wvers are non-toxic and mad the

requirements of 3.5. The certificate(s) shall contain a record of the patch
test performed, a listing of the test subjects by name and the results of
each 24 hour observation made for each subject. The record of the test and
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the obaamration shall be certified by the doctor of mdiclne who perfo~d or
su.pendt+d the testing. In addition, the certificate shall inclu-& the
supplier.e stat~nt that the ~les wed for teeting are from the s- batch
of polytiayl chloride ueed for molding the tag covers. When inspection is
perfo~d at the source, the supplier shall furnlsh a copy of the certifi-
cate(s) to the cognizant Government inspector.

3.6 Finbh. The finish of the covers shall match the finish on the
standard sample (see 3.1).

* 3.7 Workxumshlp. The covers shall conform to the quallty of product
establtihed by this specification, and the occurrence of defects shall not
exceed the applicable acceptable quality levels.

5.2.1 Level A. Seventy two hundred covers (36 intermediate packages),
packaged as specified in 5.1, shall be packed in a snug-fitting fiberboard
shipping container conforming to style RSC, grade V2S of PPP-B-636. Each
shipping container shall be closed in accordance with method III, waterproofed In
accordance with method V and reinforced as specified in the appendix of the
container specification.

5.2.2 Level B. Seventy two hundred covers (36 intermediate packages),
packaged as specified in 5.1, shall be packed in a snug-fitting fiberboard
shipping container conforming to style RSC, type CF (variety ~) or type SF,
class domestic of PPP-B-636. Each shipping container shall be closed in
accordance with method II as specified in the appendix of PPP-B-636.

6.4 First article. men a first article is required, it shall be inspected
and approved under the appropriate provisions of ASPR 7-104.55. The first
article should be a preproduction sample. The first article should consist of
one finished cover from each cavity in the mold. The contracttig officer should
include specific instructions in all procurement instruments regarding
arrangements for examination, test and approval of the first articla.
